Keep it simple.

· You wrote, “Believe it or not, I have been learning English for years”. It’s better to use ‘believe it or not’ with information that is amazing, or difficult to believe.
· If you write ‘Whenever…’ don’t use tenses with the verb as you’re referring to ‘every time’. E.g. “Whenever there is a chance to talk to a foreigner, I will put what I have learned into practice”. You don’t need the ‘will’ here.
