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I’m here again, sat at the some table in McDonald’s with a big window in front of me. There’s no sunshine today. The outside world looks darker from where I am than it really is. I order a cup of black coffee and take out my novel. I’m preparing to enjoy the most peaceful and comfortable moment of the day.

  
I always like to sit in a coffee shop with a view of the street in front of me and a book on the table. Remembering those days in Taipei; I often visited a coffee shop near my office, stayed there for a while before I had to force myself to return to work. That was almost 15 years ago. GENERAL COMMENTS

If ever a sentence gets too long look at ways to go back and cut it into two. E.g. “I couldn’t deny that it is a good idea to bring children here occasionally if I like to do something without interruption or I want to have a chat with old friends, because there is always something to draw children’s attention.” reads better as, “I can’t deny that it is a good idea to bring children here occasionally. If I want to do something without interruption or I want to have a chat with old friends, there is always something to draw children’s attention.”

- If discussing a possible future, it’s better to use ‘could’ and ‘would’ than ‘can’ and ‘will’.
