Today, the high sales of popular consumer goods reflect the power of the advertising and not the real needs of the society in which they are sold. 

To what extent do you agree or disagree?

As our society progresses, we enjoy a higher quality of quality of life and a stronger purchasing ability. What we actually buy responds to our own real needs, but it is also influenced by the bombardment of advertising.
The powerful influence of advertising cannot be taken lightly. With constant media exposure, catchphrases can easily stay in the consumers’ mind and influence people to buy those goods without regard [this sentence was too long and confusing. After deleting a lot of the unnecessary words, it has the same meaning but is much more readable]. Also, beautiful scenes make [try not to repeat words in the same sentence. You wrote ‘also’ twice in the first four words!] people dream of a wonderful world if they buy these products. Besides, the spokesperson in advertisements is usually a celebrity who is adored by most people. This makes people eager to be the same as their idol meaning they buy the goods even though they don’t really need them. 
On the other hand, for most people who are not very rich, they have to buy what they really need in order to raise their family. Even if the advertisements are so attractive in luring people to buy goods, people usually decide themselves whether those things are necessary or not. 

Advertisements with constant exposure are powerful and can appeal to people to buy a lot in a short time. But in the long term,[this is common usage] consumers will choose what they really need. Or they will buy luxuries to improve their life after making considerations, instead of impulse buying. The best strategy for us to apply is to exercise our judgment when referring to advertising so as not to waste money on redundant goods. 
GENERAL COMMENTS

- This is a well-written piece, with a good structure, offering an introduction and a conclusion, as well as well-reasoned arguments.

- The biggest problem is trying to write too much. English is not improved by using as many words as possible; in fact it’s much better when kept as simple as possible. When you’ve finished your writing, look and try to cut out any unnecessary vocabulary as this will make it read much smoother, and will avoid your reader having to look at a sentence more than once to get your meaning.
 - Don’t let your sentences get too long, try to stick to one idea per sentence. If a sentence looks particularly long, look at ways of cutting it into two. E.g. “But in term of long time, consumers will choose what they really need or they want to have some luxuries to improve their life after making considerations instead of impulse buying” can become, “But in the long term, consumers will choose what they really need. Or they will buy luxuries to improve their life after making considerations, instead of impulse buying.”
